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The ‘Employment Permit System TOPIK (EPS-TOPIK) NEW Standard Korean Textbook' is designed to help prospective
foreign workers effectively learn Korean. This textbook was developed using data from the NCS job analysis and a needs
assessment conducted on foreign workers and employers, as well as advice from industry experts. It covers a total of 8 themes
and 60 functions. Volume 1 contains 30 units focuses on Korean for everyday life, and Volume 2 consists of 30 units focused on
work life Korean.

The ‘Employment Permit System TOPIK (EPS-TOPIK) NEW Standard Korean Textbook' begins with a preliminary section for
learning Hangeul and greetings. Each unit follows the order of Introduction, Vocabulary, Grammar, Conversation, Culture and
Information, and EPS-TOPIK. In the introduction, photos paired with dialogue are used instead of illustrations to present the
learning objectives and content, aiming to engage learners' interest and activate their background knowledge.

In the VOCABULARY section, visual materials such as illustrations or photos are used to enhance learning effectiveness. The
GRAMMAR section introduces two new grammar points per unit, with a total of 120 grammar points taken from the
conversation sections of each unit. Each CONVERSATION is centered on typical daily life and situations in the workplace that
foreign workers may experience, aiming to improve practical communication skills. The vocabulary, grammar, and conversation
sections are divided in two, with speaking-focused activities that promote meaningful practice and enhance communication
skills.

Additionally, each unit includes a PRONUNCIATION section, offering detailed explanations and audio resources to help
learners practice specific target pronunciations. There is also a USEFUL EXPRESSIONS section that presents commonly used
expressions, allowing learners to understand and practice the meaning of each one in a conversational context. The CULTURE
AND INFORMATION sections cover language culture, daily life culture, and workplace culture to help learners understand
Korean culture and acquire practical information for life in Korea. In particular, Volume 2 includes content related to Korea's
industrial landscape and information relevant to the workplace to support understanding of various industries.

At the end of each unit is the EPS-TOPIK section that provides reading and listening practice questions, allowing learners to

become familiar with the test format and prepare systematically.
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Photos related to each unit’s topic are provided to tap into learners
background knowledge and spark their interest.
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Each unit begins with presenting and overview of the learning
objectives, conversations containing target grammar points,
grammar explanations, vocabulary, and cultural information.
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Both subtopics within each unit
contain approximately 15
vocabulary words presented with
visual aids.
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To make learning more efficient,
vocabulary is grouped together by
subject area in a vocabulary list.
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Relevant vocabulary practice activities
are provided to help learners become
proficient in the target vocabulary.
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Example sentences and dialogues are
written based off of situations that foreign
workers often encounter.
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A brief explanation of the target grammar is
provided in both Korean and English.
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Students are given tasks

to freely speak using the
target grammar.
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The design of each target grammar
practice activity enhances
communication skills while focusing
on meaningful practice rather than
simple substitution drills.
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Each grammar point is
visually highlighted to help
learners use and understand
each one effectively.
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Visual aids are presented alongside the
conversations so that learners can make
inferences about the content of the
conversation.
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Conversations are structured based on
situations most representative of each topic.
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The questions in the Answer Me section
check the understanding of the
conversation’s content.
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The pronunciation section is
included to provide detailed
explanations of each target
pronunciation along with audio
resources for practice.
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After each conversation there are exercises in
which learners must create similar dialogues
to enhance their communication skills.
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The expressions represented in
each Useful Expression section
are highly applicable to real life
situations and are meant to help
learners understand their
meanings in the context of a
conversation.

Sexual harassment in the workplace refers to acts that cause
discomfort or humiliation to another person or cause
employment disadvantage through words or actions of a
sexual nature. Sexual harassment includes not only verbal
acts such as making obscene jokes or comparing or
commenting about someone's appearance, but also visual
acts such as displaying or showing obscene photos, drawings,
or graffiti, or forcing someone to pour alcohol at a company
dinner (hoesik) or outing.

When workplace sexual harassment occurs, the victim should
report it according to the relative procedures, and the
perpetrator should be appropriately dealt with. The
perpetrator may face criminal penalties or may pay
compensation for damages, as well as face social punishment
such as moral criticism or damage to their reputation. In
addition, the workplace may impose punishments such as
warnings, pay cuts, demotion, or dismissal.

If the employer wishes to rehire them after the end of that
employment period, they can do so for an additional 1 year
and 10 months. After that, if they receive a special re-entry
employment permit they can work for an additional 4 years
and 10 months, allowing them to work in Korea for up to 9
years and 8 months.

If the labor contract is terminated for valid reasons during the
employment period, or if it becomes difficult to maintain a
normal working relationship due to closure or suspension of
the workplace, foreign workers are able to change their
workplace. However, the change is restricted to the same
industry and region. Workers can change workplaces up to
three times during the initial three-year period and twice
during the reemployment period. The application for
workplace change must be submitted to the local
Employment Welfare Plus Center within one month of the
contract termination. Additionally, it is important to note that
workers must receive permission for a change in workplace
from the Ministry of Justice’s Immigration Office within three
months of application in accordance with the Immigration
Act.

This contract is drafted in accordance with the Labor
Standards Act and includes information about the employer
and the foreign worker, as well as details on the employment
period, workplace, job duties, working hours and recess
hours, holidays, payment, and whether accommodation and
meals are provided.

The employment contract period is stated in months, and it
must also indicate whether a probation period applies to the
contract. Additionally it should specify in-depth job details
including the place of work, industry, the business
description, and a description of what duties the foreign
worker must do. Along with daily working hours, the average

daily overtime hours must be indicated. The recess time per
day should also be noted in minutes. Furthermore, the
contract should indicate whether there is time off on Sundays
and holidays, whether wages will be paid for those days off,
and whether there is work on Saturdays.

Payment should specify the typical monthly wage, including
details of the base pay, fixed extra pay, and bonuses. The
payment date of the salary must be stated, as well as
whether the salary will be given in cash or paid through
direct-deposit into a bank account.

Another important detail that is included is whether
accommodation and meals are provided. If accommodation is
provided, the type of accommodation and the worker’s share
of the cost must be stated. If meals are provided, it should be
specified separately as breakfast, lunch, and dinner, along
with the worker’s share of the cost for each.

After the employer and the employee complete the standard
labor contract, the contract date is set, and both parties sign.
